1.17 Making transmission Data Available

The information used in the AFC calculation process is considered to be commercially sensitive and confidential. The intent of this Business Practice is to make that information publicly available to interested parties.

Business Practice

Many data elements are used in the calculation of AFC data. The information that will be made publicly available is:
· Load Forecast

· Transmission Outages

· Generation Outages (Historical only? What document prevents the posting of this after the fact?)
· Unit Commitment 
· Transmission Service Requests (TSR’s)

· Net Scheduled Interchange (NSI)

· Excluded TSR’s

· Total Flowgate Capability (TFC)
· Transmission Reliability Margin (TRM)
· TRM Coefficients

· Capacity Benefit Margin (CBM)

The availability of this information will be beneficial to keeping the stakeholders, members and customers informed in the AFC Calculation process and provide the RTO with transparency.
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
